A third B.A.D.A.C. Under 15 Girls features in the rankings with 

Julia Paluch securing third place in the Pole Vault performance list.  Julia's clearance 

of 2.10m. at the Tommy Clay Track & Field Development Series event on October 1st earned 

her an East Midlands top three place.
